The model is the physical form of thought and two-dimensional diagram. It deals with site forces synthetically, layered upon each other, revealing the nature of their relationships. Individual interpretations begin to emerge. Architectural language (i.e. ways of assembling elements, connections, and materiality) begin to develop as a way of working relative to the site conditions. 
These ideas play into the formation of the architecture through the positioning of spatial program, materiality, and concept.  Building approach, access, hierarchy of circulation, infiltration of light, views/bldg. visibility, and contour may be analyzed.  The model delineates the hierarchy of driving forces for spatial, programmatic, and formal approach.
